| activities, professional development opportunities, textbooks, and equipment.

On February 19, the U.S. House of Representatives approved H.R. 1 by a vote
of 235 to 189. This legislation completely eliminates funding for the Perkins
Tech Prep program for the 2011-2012 school year. What does this mean? Itis
an 8% reduction in overall Perkins funds and makes drastic cuts across other
education and workforce development programs.

S The bill now moves to the U.S. Senate. If enacted, the cuts will impact all
states and Career and Technical Education programs.

Dr. Mitchell "Mick" Zais took the oath of office as SC State Superintendent of
Education January 12, 2011. The son of a general, Dr. Zais grew up in a military
family, moving throughout the United States and attending 10 public schools in 12
years. He is a graduate of the U.S. Military Academy at West Point and served 31
years on active duty in the United States Army, retiring as a Brigadier General. Dr.
Zais served as President of Newberry College for 10 years before winning public
election as the 17th State Superintendent of Education.

During his Presidency of Newberry College, enroliment and endowment more than doubled. New facilities
were constructed and old facilities were renovated; academic programs were added, and athletic teams
competed for NCAA regional and national titles. For the last three years of his administration, the
prestigious U.S. News and World Report has named Newberry College one of America's best colleges.

Dr. Zais served as chairman of the Presidents' Councils of both the South Carolina

Independent Colleges and Universities and the South Atlantic Athletic Conference. He was also a
member of the board of directors for the Foundation for Independent Higher Education, the Lutheran
Education Conference of North America, the South Carolina Tuition Grants Commission, the South
Carolina Commission on Higher Education, and the Southern Regional Education Board.
